In 1917, RI President Arch C. Klumph pro-

posed that an endowment be set up òfor the 

purpose of doing good in the world.ó In 

1928, when the endowment fund had grown 

to more than US$5,000, it was renamed The 

Rotary Foundation, and it became a distinct 

entity within Rotary International. 

Five Trustees, including Klumph, were ap-

pointed to òhold, invest, manage, and admin-

ister all of its property . . . as a single trust, for 

the furtherance of the purposes of RI.ó 

Two years later, the Foundation made its first 

grant of $500 to the International Society for 

Crippled Children. The organization, created 

by Rotarian Edgar F. òDaddyó Allen, later 

grew into the Easter Seals. 

The Great Depression and World War II 

both impeded the Foundationõs growth, but 

the need for lasting world peace generated 

great postwar interest in its development. 

After Rotaryõs founder, Paul P. Harris, died in 

1947, contributions began pouring into Ro-

tary International, and the Paul Harris Memo-

rial Fund was created to build the Founda-

tion. 

That year, the first Foundation program ð 

the forerunner of Rotary Foundation Am-

bassadorial Scholarships ð was established. 

In 1965-66, three new programs were 

launched: Group Study Exchange , 

Awards for Technical Training, and 

Grants for Activities in Keeping with the 

Objective of The Rotary Foundation, 

which was later called Matching Grants . 

The Health, Hunger and Humanity (3-H) 

Grants program was launched in 1978, 

and Rotary Volunteers was created as a 

part of that program in 1980. PolioPlus 

was announced in 1984-85, and the next 

year brought Rotary Grants for University 

Teachers . The first peace forums were 

held in 1987-88, leading to the Founda-

tion's peace and conflict studies programs 

.Throughout this time, support of the 

Foundation grew tremendously. Since the 

first donation of $26.50 in 1917, it has 

received contributions totaling more than 

$1 billion. More than $70 million was do-

nated in 2003-04 alone. To date, more 

than one million individuals have been 

recognized as Paul Harris Fellows ð peo-

ple who have given $1,000 to the Annual 

Programs Fund or have had that amount 

contributed in their name.   

Such strong support, along with Rotarian 

involvement worldwide, ensures a secure 

future for The Rotary Foundation as it 

continues its vital work for international 

understanding and world peace.

The Flight of Honor is a service project of 

Rotary District 7680 which honors the 

lives, valor and courage of World War II 

veterans who live in mid-western North 

Carolina.  

Rotary District 7680 had a successful inau-

gural flight in mid-April 2009, sponsoring 

and sending over 100 WWII Veterans to 

Washington, DC. The first flight received 

enough recognition and support, Rotary 

District 7680 is scheduling a launch on 

September 19th, 2009. The District is 

seeking financial support from corpora-

tions, churches, civic clubs, individuals 

and all of their 52 Rotary Clubs.  This is 

the second one-day trip organized by the 

district, which covers 13 counties includ-

ing Union, for area World War II veterans 

to see the memorial built for them. The trip 

can accommodate 120 veterans, and there 

are over 75 signed up so far.  Flight of 

Honor is the continuation of the vision and 

objective of North Carolinaôs Jeff Millerôs 

Honor Air, to send every local World War 

II Veteran to see the WWII Memorial in 

Washington, DC.  

In order for Flight of Honor to continue to 

work, several components need to come 

together to make each trip enjoyable and 

memorable. 

First,  we need to recruit able and willing 

World War II Veterans who would like to 

visit the Memorial, dedicated in their 

honor over 4 years ago.   

Second, we need Guardians who are able 

to help our Veterans from start to finish 

with their special needs, transportation or 

any other physical or health challenges. 

Third,  we  need all of our Rotary Clubs, 

local media, civic clubs and community 

leaders to spread the word about the Flight 

of Honor Program.  

Finally,  and most importantly, we need to 

raise funds to sponsor these Veterans and 

Guardians. Support is needed from spon-

soring Rotary Clubs, our local and regional 

businesses, community foundations, civic 

leaders and any others who are willing to 

help underwrite the expenses of this pro-

gram. It will take only $500 to send a Vet-

eran, and only $200 to send a Guardian.

 Although the bylaws of Rotary require 

members to attend only 60 percent of all 

meetings, the custom has emerged that 100 

percent is the desirable level.  Rotary 

stresses regular attendance because each 

member represents his/her own business or 

profession, and when that member is ab-

sent, the club is deprived of that member's 

participation.  Everyone loses out when 

Rotarians are absent.
